1. Return of Empty Containers
We shall return all empty containers to your container yard at ______________________ within ______ days from the date of gate pass, in sound condition as received from your terminal.
In the event any container is damaged or lost, for whatsoever reason, while in our custody, we accept full responsibility and undertake to pay all damage charges and/or replacement cost of the container as determined by a joint survey and/or a survey conducted by the carrier’s surveyor.

2. Retention Beyond Free Period
If the container(s) are retained beyond the period stated above, we shall notify you in writing within three (3) days from the expiry of such period and shall pay in advance additional security deposit and/or detention charges sufficient to fully cover the expected extended detention period.

3. Payment of Detention Charges
We undertake to pay in full all detention charges and/or rental, if any, accrued in respect of the above containers, strictly as per the carrier’s applicable detention tariff/schedule, within seven (7) days from the date of invoice.

4. Indemnity Against Authorities’ Charges
We accept full responsibility and agree to indemnify and hold you harmless against all costs, duties, sales tax, fines, penalties, or charges imposed by Port and/or Customs Authorities arising out of removal of containers from the port area for de-stuffing at our premises.

5. Joint and Several Liability
We jointly and severally agree to be responsible and liable to your company under all the above terms and, in case of non-compliance with any condition herein, undertake to indemnify and bear all costs, charges, damages, and losses suffered by you and/or the carrier.

6. Right of Adjustment, Lien, and Hold on Future Shipments
We hereby authorize you and/or the carrier, at your sole discretion and without prior notice, to apply or adjust any amount paid by any of us, whether as security deposit or otherwise, against this or any other Bill of Lading, towards detention charges, container damage charges, losses, or any other costs remaining unpaid for more than seven (7) days from the date of invoice.  
We further acknowledge your lien and agree that you may withhold delivery of our future shipments until all outstanding dues relating to the above consignment are fully settled.

7. House Bill of Lading
In case of a House Bill of Lading, we, the NVOCC, undertake all obligations contained herein and have no objection to issuance of the Delivery Order in the name of the consignee appearing on the House Bill of Lading or their clearing agent, as per endorsement.

8. Notification of Damage
If any container is damaged while in our custody, we shall notify and acknowledge the same in writing on our letterhead, stating the cause of damage, before or at the time of empty return.

9. Cancellation
Upon return of all containers covered under the above Bill of Lading/shipment and upon full settlement of all import, detention, and related dues, this undertaking shall automatically stand null and void and shall be deemed cancelled.

10. Custody and Due Care
We confirm that the aforementioned containers, which belong to or are managed by your company, are presently under our custody. We warrant that we shall exercise due diligence in their care and shall bear all liabilities, except for normal wear and tear, for any loss, damage, or expenses sustained or incurred by your company.

11. Responsibility Toward Shipping Agent
We, the Consignee/Clearing Agent/Custom-Bonded Transporter, confirm that we have collected the Delivery Order for the subject import full containers and undertake responsibility for the return of empty containers to the Shipping Agent M/s Riazeda (Pvt.)
